Though the main campus of The Chinese University of Hong Kong is located approximately 40 minutes away from the center of the city, the Faculty of Law of CUHK established its brand new Graduate Law Centre in the Bank of America Tower in September 2006. Located in the Hong Kong's central business district, the Graduate Law Centre provides an ideal environment for corporate training, educational activities, executive events, academic seminars and conferences.

Location
Hong Kong, which was returned to China in 1997 after more than 150 years as a British Colony, is a fascinating mixture of East and West; traditional and modern; opulence and simplicity. It is an excellent location for foreigners to experience Asia, offering a distinctive "inside-yet-outside" perspective on contemporary China in a modern city where English is the major language of education and business.  With a population of over 5 million, Hong Kong is a center of international business and is a major transportation and communications hub for not only China but all of Asia.  It offers a vibrant commercial, political, and multicultural life.

3Ls planning to study abroad during their final semester of law school are advised to verify that their proposed program will ensure return home in time for graduation and bar certification, which is generally on or about June 1.

Application
After receiving approval from Cardozo for study at CUHK, the selected student must also submit an application to CUHK through the online application system at http://www.oal.cuhk.edu.hk/index.php/study-abroad-a-exchanges-for-visiting-students/term-time-exchangestudy-abroad/application-visiting-students/application-procedures#how
Applications must be accompanied by a printout of the online application form, a completed application record sheet, two letters of recommendation (one from a professor, one from the Assistant Dean for Graduate and International Programs), an official transcript, and a photocopy of the identification page of the passport. A request for an official transcript to be released to the Assistant Dean for Graduate and International Programs must be requested in writing from the Office of the Registrar after approval is granted. The Office of Graduate and International Programs will forward these documents to exchange coordinator upon approval to study abroad.

Application deadlines: 
Fall semester: April 1 
Spring Semester: Immediately upon notification of Cardozo approval
Language of Instruction
All classes are taught in English.

Registration 

· At Cardozo
Once approved, students must register during their regularly scheduled registration time for 12 credits of generic study abroad through the Office of the Registrar. Registration must be done in person, via fax to 212.790.0241 or as a pdf attachment to brookdaleregistrar@yu.edu.  The fax or pdf must include the student’s name, Student ID number, a request to register for 12 credits of study abroad with the name of the host institution, and the student’s signature.

· At CUHK:
Course offerings become available in August prior to the semester start.  Students receive an email notification and registration takes place online through http://www.oal.cuhk.edu.hk/index.php/study-abroad-a-exchanges-for-visiting-students/term-time-exchangestudy-abroad/study-at-cuhk/programme-information#pre_selection in advance of arrival.  Exchange students generally register for 15 CUHK credits per term; the maximum courseload is 18 credits per term.  Changing the schedule may require a visit to the main campus. 
Evaluation and Grading System

CUHK uses letter grades, and all courses must be taken for a grade. The minimum grade required for transfer is C. 
Credit
Students will receive 12 credits towards the law degree for 15 CUHK credits. Only the credits and not the grades will transfer per ABA requirements, and the grades will not count toward honors and awards (such as graduation prizes or degree rankings, such as cum laude, magna cum laude and summa cum laude). The acceptance of any credit or grade for any courses taken at The Chinese University of Hong Kong Faculty of Law is subject to approval prior to departure.
Transcript

Students must request two copies of their official transcript to be sent to Val Myteberi, Assistant Dean for Graduate and International Programs, 55 Fifth Avenue Room 1007, New York, NY 10003 prior to departure from the program.   It is good practice to request a personal copy as well for your records.
Language Study

The Yale-China Chinese Language Center (CLC) offers Cantonese and Putonghua (Mandarin) ourses at the elementary, intermediate, and advanced levels. These may require an additional fee. For information on Chinese language courses, please visit http://www.cuhk.edu.hk/clc/new/en/.

Credits earned for language study are not transferrable to the Cardozo degree.
Housing
Though there is accommodation available to Cardozo exchange students in the CUHK dormitory, Cardozo students are advised to find independent accommodation.  This is because courses take place at the CUHK Graduate Law Centre located in Central (the main business district in Hong Kong), while the CUHK main campus and dormitories are located in Shatin, New Territories, approximately 45 minutes away by public transportation.  As such, exchange students may wish to seek independent accommodation closer to Central. 

Health and Safety

Insurance

Students should arrange, at their own cost, accident and sickness insurance coverage with provisions for emergency evacuation/rescuer's expenses and repatriation for the duration of their studies in Hong Kong. If students plan to travel outside Hong Kong, they should make sure that their insurance policy covers those regions as well. Some students may be included on their parents' health insurance policies. They should check with parents about the coverage before coming to Hong Kong. Students should bring a copy of their insurance policy to submit to the Office of Academic Links in Hong Kong.

International SOS

Students studying abroad are required to register with International SOS, a 24-hour international medical, security and travel assistance program, which provides local expertise, advice on medical and security pre-travel issues, and emergency assistance during critical illness, accident, or civil unrest.  It is also a one-stop repository for all of your important information, including passport number, emergency contacts, medical history, and so on.  Registration at http://www.internationalsos.com/MasterPortal/default.aspx?membnum=11BYSG000013
is in two steps:

1. Activate your record: This is registration of your name, passport information, and emergency contacts.  You should also include medical history and upload important documents (including a copy of your passport) here.  

2. Register your trip: This is where you put details of your travel outside the United States.  

Visa
All non-local students* studying on exchange at The Chinese University of Hong Kong (CUHK) must apply for a student visa at the Hong Kong Immigration Department through Office of Academic Links (OAL), the local sponsor, before coming to Hong Kong.   

Since it usually takes 4 to 6 weeks for the Hong Kong Immigration Department to process a student visa/entry permit application, students are highly recommended to submit their visa application to OAL two months prior to the commencement of the orientation programme. Helpful Hints from former Cardozo participants:
· Rent in Hong Kong is (somehow) more than in New York! But transport is very cheap and non-Western food is reasonably priced.
· To cut on housing costs, try and find a flat share or roommate before signing a multi-month lease. University housing is very far from the Faculty of Law's Graduate Law Centre so the post-graduate dorm is not a viable option either, unless you do not mind a 45 minute subway ride each way.
· There is little to no administrative assistance on the Graduate Law Centre campus; most administrative issues must be resolved on the main campus 45 minutes away.  However, it is easy to navigate the Graduate Law Centre so visits to the main campus for administrative issues are somewhat rare.
